Amber Killian and Brittany Stewart, 
both from Freedom House, were part of 
our October 6 Zoom Meeting. Amber 
shared some updates on Freedom House 
in support of October being Domestic 
Violence Awareness Month. 
Amber expressed Freedom Houseôs 
appreciation for allowing them to place 
their ñSilhouettesò at Rotary Park as a 
silent witness. There are 17 silhouettes  
of adults and children who have died 
from domestic violence or sexual 
assault in the five county area they 
serve - Bureau, Henry, Marshall, 
Putnam, and Stark counties. Plaques are 
on 16 silhouettes, each with a victimôs 
name and information surrounding their 
death. One has no name or plaque to 
represent unknown victims.  
As part of the awareness month, adult 
clients can participate with a self care 
calendar on Facebook. 
They are encouraged to 
make pledges to honor 
themselves. Children and 
teens can be supportive 
wearing purple bracelets, 
t-shirts, and masks that 
have been made. 
Tannerôs Orchard also  
spray painted 115 purple 
pumpkins for the number 
of clients housed last 
year at Freedom House. 

These all sold quickly as a fundraiser 
for Freedom House, and Tannerôs 
painted another 115 pumpkins with 
only 10 of those remaining. 
Area bakeries are making purple 
donuts. Police departments in the five 
countries were given purple ribbons to 
wear. Purple hearts can be seen in 
business windows. Myrtles and Jimmy 
Johns are distributing awareness month 
stickers with purchases. People can   
indicate support and awareness on 
Twitter by using #DVAM2020. 
Freedom House services are free and 
confidential. They serve both female 
and male clients, along with adults and 
children.
