Jeff Hunt introduced Pamela Beckett 
(soon to be former CEO) along with 
Clete Winkelmann (new CEO) from the 
Starved Rock Country Community 
Foundation (SRCCF). 

The foundation primarily relates to  
LaSalle, Bureau and Putnam counties 
but also to Marshall and Livingston 
counties. They recently moved into the 
old public post office in LaSalle.  

Pamela is serving her last month as 
the CEO  but will still be serving on the 
SRCCF board. As she will no longer be 
working extra long hours, she hopes to 
resume a more active role in the Ottawa 
Noon Rotary Club. 

SRCCF is still in its infancy. In less 
than five years, the foundation has 
exceeded $3 million in funds and has 
given back $1.3 million to the larger 
community. Flags of Freedom (in 
Princeton) is their first project ever 
funded. Some other local foundation 
accounts include the Danny 
Nelson Memorial Fund, the 
Mosaic Project in Princeton, 
and the Princeton Public 
Library to name a few.  

 

The foundation now has their third 
board chair. The SRCCF board also is 
growing from 15 to 19 members. There 
are a total of 33 community foundations 
in Illinois.  
Clete also shared that he has roots in 
the Princeton area. He has been a 
Rotary member in other communities, 
and he plans to reengage with Rotary as 
he makes the SRCCF area his home.  

Pamela also shared how COVID-19 
changed the Flags of Freedom fund 
raiser. So, SRCCF helped them plan an 
on-line auction that was successful. As  
SRCCF has already worked through 
that process, she gave a pitch for 
Princeton Rotary to establish a fund 
with SRCCF and consider a possible  
on-line auction if our club is interested.
